Marian's
passion for the environment and
commitment to making a difference
in the community inspired her to
organize the event and bring
together like-minded individuals to
celebrate the beauty and
importance of our planet. With the
help of Joyce Johnson Rouse,
dogwood saplings were given away,
and Earth Day decorations adorned
the Lane Theatre. This one-time
event quickly became a tradition,
and the UK Community Arts
Extension took over the
responsibility in 2014 of organizing
the celebration every year. This
year's event is a testament to the
lasting impact of Marian and her
legacy will continue to inspire future
generations to take action for a
more sustainable future.

During her twenties, Marian devoted her
time as a School Sister of St. Francis and
was an active member of Our Lady of
Perpetual Help Catholic Church located in
Williamsburg, Kentucky.
